EV Charging Stations

* NEVI - National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure Program

« Purpose of the program: The electric vehicle infrastructure funding will help EV drivers to have regular access to
charging stations. Includes:
» Acquisition and installation of EV charging infrastructure and traffic control devices and signs.
» Operation and maintenance of EV charging infrastructure for up to five years.

« Data sharing requirements about EV infrastructure to ensure long-term success of equipment installed under the
formula program.

* Requirements:
« 50 mile minimum distance between charging stations
« Charging stations placed a minimum of 1 mile from alternative fuel corridor (I-80, I-25, 1-90)
« Minimum of four Direct Current Fast Chargers (DCFC) and 150kW and higher charging capacity in each location
* Funding is up to 80% federal / 20% matching

« Once FHWA has approved full build out on the interstates, can look at using remaining NEVI funds on other routes
« Working on updated NEVI plan — Due August 1

« WYDOT NEVI Plan overview
* No s(’;ate funds will be used to build or operate stations, the matching funds will be either private or from a local
jurisdiction
« WYDOT has hired a consultant (HDR) to provide technical matter expertise necessary to design, complete, build,
monitor, and operate the stations over the NEVI appropriation life cycle
« With the assistance of the NEVI consultant, WYDOT will issue a series of Requests for Information (RFI) and/or
Req_téests for Proposal (RFP) to bid out construction, maintenance, and operation of stations along alternative fuel
corridors.
» Continue to work on RFI/RFP for charging stations on the alternate fuel corridors — No set timeline to have out
» Waiting to see how other states are approaching the use of the NEVI funds
« Want to minimize risk to department and state on the acquisition and operation of charging stations
